ACSA created the Education Legal Support Fund (ELSF) in
2006 in order to meet those needs.

Precedent Setting Issues

ACSA's Education Legal Support Fund will prioritize its
involvement in legislation, budgetary actions and initiatives
that have a statewide precedent or impact on K-adult
public education. In addition, any initiative, budgetary
action, or legislation that usurps local control, changes the
governance and oversight of school districts or violates
Proposition 98 will be considered for legal action by the
support fund.
